According to the principle of utility, an action is right insofar as it tends to
increase happiness and wrong insofar as it tends to decrease happiness. In
other words, the principle tells us that the right thing to do is always whatever
will produce the greatest amount of happiness and whatever is necessary to
prevent the greatest amount of unhappiness. But how are we supposed to
figure out what to do in a particular, real-life situation? Suppose that we have to
choose between building a new sports stadium and building a new hospital. If
building the stadium would produce a greater balance of pleasure, then should
we build the stadium?

Biographers are snoops, and yet gossip is not the heart of biography. In this
presentation, Charles J. Shields, associate director of the Great Lives Series at
the University of Mary Washington, and vice-president of Biographers
International Organization (BIO) will talk about the ways biographers attempt to
present a fair and accurate description of a person's life, and furthermore, how
to make that life seem vivid and real again. Mr. Shields will also talk about the
two biographies he has written on Harper Lee and Kurt Vonnegut and will solicit
input from us about the Great Lives Series.

From fun to frantic, joyous to tragic, operatic parties never bore. Throughout its
history, opera has employed the party scene as expression of celebratory joy,
as backdrop for sinister intrigue, and as counterpoint to the inner turmoil or
external calamities of a central character. And who doesn’t love a party? As we
explore party scenes from Giuseppe Verdi to Samuel Barber, we’ll discover how
festive can be deceptive as well as fun.

It observes their practices and examines their goals and
aspirations in undertaking the pilgrimage, as they retrace the Buddha's life from
his birthplace in Lumbini, to the place of enlightenment at Bodhgaya, his first
teaching at Sarnath, and his death at Kushinagar, while staying at local temples
along the way.

In this talk, | will recount the discovery of this library and
the mystery of who owned and used these books and what they can tell us
about the role of philosophy in pre-imperial Rome.

Using artifacts recovered from the archaeological excavations of the
Washington home at Ferry Farm in association with historical records, Director
of Archaeology Dave Muraca will explore the early life of our most important
founding father.

This talk will cover China's growing economic, military and financial power,
focusing on its increased military assertiveness. It will put China's rise in the
context of its rapid economic growth, and then move on to the large increases in
its military spending, the expansion of its navy, increased aggression in the East
and South China seas, the Taiwan issue, and China's "going out" policy of
seeking energy resources abroad. Then we will look at the U.S. response, such
as the U.S.-Japan security alliance, increasing cooperation with Philippines,
increasing the U.S. military footprint in Australia and Singapore, and other
moves. Finally, we'll discuss China's growing clout in multilateral financial
institutions and China as the largest foreign holder of U.S. debt and what these
things mean for the U.S. and the West.

This committee develops policies and plans for operating the organization. It
reviews governing documents, updates the Procedures Manual, monitors
finances and projects future needs, proposes the annual budget and member
fees. Members are always welcome to attend our meetings.

The story of Sears, Roebuck and Company and how Julius Rosenwald came to
be its chief executive officer is told along with how he used his experience to
facilitate the building of over 5000 schools for African Americans in the rural Jim
Crow South. We will explore how the marketing of some of Sears' original
product lines influenced Rosenwald to take a novel approach in designing and
funding these schools. Rosenwald Schools that existed in the local area and in
other portions of Virginia will be discussed.

Join UMW Professor of Biological Sciences Andrew Dolby on the first UMW
road trip to these unique islands, via his amazing photos of birds in their natural
habitats as well as the various flora and fauna of each island visited. He will also
include scenes from Quito, Ecuador and the beautiful mountains and cloud
forests nearby.

These cells grow exponentially,
and are used in research labs worldwide, leading to medical discoveries. The
book describes her family's search for truth, and the impact on their lives.

Johnny Johnson is an artist and former art teacher for the Fredericksburg public
schools. He will talk about changes in the Fredericksburg art scene, how they
have paralleled the growth of Fredericksburg itself, and how the community has
responded to them.

From its earliest days, the development of the U.S. required construction of
roads, especially after the advent of the automobile. We will look at the
explosion in road construction in the 20th century, highlighting figures such as
Colonel Dwight Eisenhower and his 1919 transcontinental journey across dirt,
mud, rock and sand; William Vanderbilt's parkway which doubled as a
racetrack; and Duncan Hines' impact on road cuisine.

And to maintain the pattern, would the government have to permanently forbid
us from doing what we want with the money we have?
